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YOU WOULD LIKE TO DEFEND YOUR THESIS 
2 MONTHS BEFORE THE DEFENSE
You must submit:
1 - Appointment of jury members 
2 - Appointment of examiners 
3 - Authorization request to present a PhD
4 - The candidate presentation report written by the PhD research supervisor
5 - As of the beginning of the 2017-2018 academic year, the skills portfolio, filled in and signed by the candidate and the thesis supervisor, must be sent to the Doctoral School Administrator to check that the modules have been completed and to be signed by the Doctoral School Director.
IMPORTANT:
YOU MUST USE A COMPUTER TO FILL IN ALL THE DOCUMENTS
SVSAE Doctoral School: A publication with your name as the main author is mandatory (attach a copy of the acceptance). If you do not have a publication, you must appoint 3 external examiners.
* The following individuals may be appointed as examiners:
-  French academics external to UCA: a Professor or a Research Director 
- A Research Associate or Lecturer, who must hold a HDR
- Foreign academics may be appointed based on their scientific expertise, and not their title
* The jury must be made up of: 
-  4 to 8 members 

-  half of the members must be rank A (Professors and Research Director) – lecturers and research associates with an HDR are rank B

-  half of the members must be external to the Clermontois campus (external to INRA, IRSTEA, VETAGRO SUP, UCA) 

-   at least 1 member must be from Université Clermont Auvergne 

-  there must be an equal amount of men and women. 
For dual-degree theses:
· Additionally, the jury must be “represent each of the institutions equally with respect to the proportion of members affiliated to each institution”.
· It is recommended that you appoint an examiner from each of the signatory countries, or else follow the agreement made between the 2 countries.
You must send your manuscript to each of the examiners 2 months before the defense date. Each examiner’s report must then arrive at the Doctoral School’s administrative offices about 3 weeks before the date of your defense. 
IMPORTANT: If you are writing your manuscript in English, you must also include a summary of about 20 pages in French. [image: image1.png]
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
